Non-Exhaustive List of Potential Perils 
 

Please note that the students will be participating in activities which will expose them to risk on 
the Island Pacific School expedition to Garibaldi Park from September 4-7, 2007. Although the 
following non-exhaustive list identifies most of the potential perils associated with the Orientation 
Trip, it does not and cannot cover all possible perils.  
 

• harm, injury, dismemberment, or death from activity in the school on Tuesday, 
September 4th prior to departure (e.g. tripping, falling down stairs, etc.) 

• harm, injury, dismemberment, or death in being transported to and from Bowen Island 
on BC Ferries on September 5th and\or7thth (e.g. injuries sustained on the ferry, ferry 
crash, or ferry sinking, etc.) 

• harm, injury, dismemberment, or death in being transported by bus, van, or private 
vehicle to and from Bowen Island (or West Vancouver) on September 5th, and\or 6th, 
and\or 7th (e.g. vehicle accident or crash, etc.) 

• harm, injury, dismemberment, or death associated with being transported by bus, 
van, or private vehicle to and from Bowen Island (or West Vancouver) on September 
5th, and\or 6th, or 7th (e.g. hit as a pedestrian entering or leaving vehicles, etc.) 

• harm, injury, dismemberment, or death associated with setting up and maintaining 
camp in Garibaldi Park (e.g. damaging hands while setting up tents, etc.)  

• harm, injury, dismemberment, or death associated with preparing meals  in Garibaldi 
Park (e.g. cutting oneself with a knife, burning oneself on the stove, scalding oneself, 
etc.)
